BOSTON COLLEGE:  BC captured its second straight Hockey East 
regular-season title, its sixth under the direction of head coach Jerry York 
and its record 12th in program history.  With two victories over Vermont, 
Boston College captured its 10th and 11th straight victories...The team 
is outscoring its opponents 48-13 during this stretch, is converting 30.0 
percent of its power-play chances (12-for-40) and is killing power plays at 
an 88.9 percent clip (40-for-45).  Senior forward Barry Almeida (7g,8a) 
and freshman forward Johnny Gaudreau (8g,7a) have each tallied a team-
high 15 points during this stretch…The team’s senior class improved to 
102-42-10 in the last four seasons at The Heights. Almeida and junior 
forward Chris Kreider each scored their 20th goals of the season over 
the weekend while sophomore Bill Arnold (32 points) and junior Pat Mullen 
(31) joined Kreider (37), Almeida (36), Gaudreau (32) and Whitney (32) 
represent BC’s six 30-point scorers…Patch Alber has 13 points and has 
surpassed his combined total for his first two seasons.

MASSACHUSETTS: UMass will face Boston College in the Hockey East 
Quarterfinals for the third straight season beginning Friday at Conte 
Forum…This is the 10th consecutive season UMass has qualified for 
the Hockey East playoffs and the 15th season overall since joining the 
league in 1994-95...UMass is 9-24 overall in Tournament games…UMass 
won the regular-season series against Boston College 2-1-0…UMass 
finished the regular-season 6-8 over the last 14 games with nine of 
those contests against teams ranked in the top-12 nationally – two 
of those wins came on the road…UMass is now 7-7-1 against ranked 
teams which includes a pair of wins against teams ranked No. 1 in the 
country...UMass has gone 14-for-15 on the penalty kill over the last five 
games… UMass has a power play goal in eight of the last 10 games 
going 9-for-44 (20.5%) with the extra man … When allowing 4 or more 
goals this year, UMass is 0-15-1, however, when cutting that to 3-or-
fewer, UMass is 13-1-3.

UMASS-LOWELL: The River Hawks swept a home-and-home weekend 
with Providence College to finish in a tie with Boston U. for second 
place in Hockey East. It marks the fourth time in program history UMass 
Lowell has finished a season in second place and it remains its highest 
finish. By virtue of the tie-breaker, the River Hawks will take a two-seed 
in the Hockey East Tournament and will host Providence once again next 
weekend in the Quarterfinals at the Tsongas Center. Doug Carr is the 
River Hawks’ third Division I goalie to reach the 20-win plateau, joining 
Fillion and Dwayne Roloson. Norm Bazin has now tied the NCAA Division 
I record for largest turnaround by a first-year head coach (Ric Schafer, 
Notre Dame, 1987-88), guiding the River Hawks to 17 more victories 
than last season.

MERRIMACK: Merrimack finished in fifth place in Hockey East following 
a weekend split with UMass…the Warriors will travel to Maine for the 
Hockey East Quarterfinals, in a rematch of last year’s quarterfinals which 
Merrimack won 2-0 at Lawler Arena…Merrimack won the season series 
over Maine 2-0-1 this year, while winning at Alfond Arena for the first 
time in 24 games 2-1 to open the season…The 17 wins in the regular 
season mark the second most in Merrimack’s Division I school history 
after last year’s 25-win total…Merrimack will need to win the Hockey 
East Quarterfinals at Maine to have a shot at its second-straight and 
second-ever NCAA Tournament…the win over UMass gave Merrimack

NEW HAMPSHIRE: The Wildcats dropped its only game of the week-
end 1-0 at rival Maine…Casey DeSmith is 5-3-1 with a 2.09 GAA and 
a .936 save percentage since February…UNH was shutout for the 
first time since a 4-0 loss on Oct. 14, 2011…New Hampshire held 
on to the sixth-seeded in the league standing by virtue of a pair of 
Providence losses… UNH advanced to the Hockey East tournament 
for a league-best 24-straight seasons…The Wildcats have drawn 
third-seeded Boston University in the best-of-three quarterfinal round at 
Agganis Arena… It is the first time New Hampshire has traveled for the 
quarterfinal round since 1995-96 a span of 16 seasons…BU swept the 
regular season series. The Terriers are 4-2-1 all-time vs. the Wildcats in 
the Hockey East playoffs. BU and UNH have only met once previously 
in the quarterfinals back in 1986, a series in which the Terriers were 
victorious…New Hampshire and BU has not met in the 2012 calendar 
year, where UNH has eight of its 14 wins.

has accounted for 37% of the team’s goals this season, led by Ross 
Mauermann who has nine goals and a team best 23 points…Senior 
Alex Beaudry became the first Friar to reach the 3,000-save mark and 
now has 3,033 career stops…Providence has 11 players who have set 
career marks in one or several offensive categories this season…The 
Friars finished their home schedule with nine wins, the most since the 
2005-06 team had 10.
