Bill Arnold scored with 6.4 seconds left in overtime to lift the Eagles to
a 3-2 win last February in the Beanpot championship game. Prior to
Saturday’s home opener, BC raised the 2012 National Championship
banner with the assistance of honored guests from the 1949, 2001,
2008 and 2010 teams...Parker Milner stopped 26 Northeastern shots
to pick up his first shutout of the season and the fifth of his career...BC
went 2-for-6 on the power play and killed off all eight of NU's power play
opportunities.
