Merrimack College junior goaltender Andrew Braithwaite (Kingston, Ont.) and UMass-Lowell junior forward Frank Stegnar (Toronto, Ont.)

It also marked the second
time both Stegnar (2008) and Braithwaite (2007) earned Top-Scholar Athlete accolades.
