He kicked out 20 shots in the second period alone, including denying a 
penalty shot, and followed up with 14 saves in the third period and four in overtime 
to preserve the tie.

Three other Hockey East teams began 2019-20 with exhibition wins, including  
Boston College (4-2, New Brunswick), Vermont (6-1, Guelph), and New Hampshire 
(4-3, Guelph.)
 
Merrimack saw outstanding performances from underclassmen in a two-game set 
at Lake Superior. Freshman defenseman Zach Uens (Belleville, Ont.) earned a 
three-point (1g, 2a) weekend, including his first career goal and multi-point outing 
on Sunday as he led the team with eight shots on net. Sophomore Chase Gresock 
(Powell, Ohio) registered a two-goal game in Merrimack’s season opener. It was 
the second career two-goal game for the forward.
