NHL DRAFTEES PLAYING IN HOCKEY EAST

The NHL draft has become an annual flag-waving ceremony 
for Hockey East as the number of NHL prospects playing in the 
league continues to grow. Over 50 NHL draftees are slated to 
suit up for Hockey East teams for the upcoming 2014-2015 
season. Over 20 current and future Hockey East student-athletes 
were selected in the 2014 NHL Entry Draft alone. 

Hockey East boasted a league-record five first-round selec-
tions in 1986, to go along four first-rounders in 2000 and three 
in 2007. Boston University’s Rick DiPietro is one of only three 
goalies in NHL history to be taken first overall (by the New 
York Islanders in 2000) highlighting a group of 38 Hockey East 
players who were selected in the first round. Nearly 600 NHL 
draft picks have played in Hockey East in the 30-year history 
of the league.

Team USA’s 1980 gold-medal-winning Miracle on Ice squad was led by four Boston University Terriers, including captain Mike Eruzi-
one and starting goaltender Jim Craig. That inspired the first generation of Hockey East superstars, like BC’s Brian Leetch and BU’s 
Keith Tkachuk, who would go on to dominate international tournaments for much of the 1990s and lead a group including eight 
former Hockey East players to capture the silver medal for Team USA at the 2002 Winter Olympic Games in Salt Lake City.
