First Team selections were rounded out by the Huskies’ sophomore goaltender Aerin Frankel (Briarcliff Manor,
N.Y.) and Merrimack senior forward Katelyn Rae (Courtice, Ont.).

Comprising Women'’s Hockey East All-Star Second Team are Merrimack senior goaltender Samantha Ridgewell (Outlook, Sask.),
Boston University junior defenseman Abby Cook (Kelowna, B.C.), Northeastern sophomore defenseman Brooke Hobson (Prince Al-
bert, Sask.), Boston University junior forward Samantha Davis (Pembroke, Mass.), Providence sophomore forward Maureen Murphy
(Buffalo, N.Y.) and Boston College sophomore forward Daryl Watts (Toronto, Ont.).
